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We live in His kingdom by living in the resurrection, having the Son as our life (Col. 1:13)
(Please illustrate with examples that the kingdom of the Son of God.)
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The book of Colossians unveils the vision of the wonderful, infinitely extended, and all-inclusive
Christ (Eph. 3:17-19)
(Please illustrate that if we see this vision, Christ will gradually replace every aspect of our natural

human life.)
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Christ is the cultivated olive tree, and we are branches of the wild olive tree (Rom. 11:24)

(Please illustrate that our relationship with Christ by the illustration of branches of the wild olive
tree grafted into the cultivated olive tree.)
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The pomegranates were made of linen, symbolizing humanity, while the bells were made of gold,
symbolizing divinity (Exo. 28:33-34)

(Please illustrate that the fullness of life is manifested in the humanity of the church, while the

sound of warning is manifested in the divinity of the church.)
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The pomegranates and the bells were arranged alternately, one bell and one pomegranate (Exo.
28:34)

(Please illustrate that the signs of the proper church life is the spiritual significance of the
pomegranates and the bells.)
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The rich manifestation of life is eternal, complete, in resurrection, and in the spirit (Jer. 52:23;
John 7:38)
(Please illustrate that the spiritual significance of “Out of one hundred pomegranates, ninety-six

were exposed to the open air.”)
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Our natural being must be covered (Jer. 52:23)

(Please illustrate that the spiritual significance of “four of every one hundred pomegranates were
hidden".)
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Only the Lord can appreciate our beauty (S.S. 4:3)

(Please illustrate the spiritual significance of “your cheeks are behind your veil”.)
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The difference between a garden and a park (S. S. 4:12)

(Please illustrate the spiritual significance of “A garden enclosed,/A spring shut up, a fountain
sealed”.)
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Life is within us, causing us to live, and godliness is the outward manifestation of our inner life (2
Pet. 1:3)
(PIease illustrate that life is the inner power, the inner strength, that produces outward godliness,

leading to and resulting in glory.)
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Divine love is higher than human love (2 Pet. 1:5-7; Gal. 5:13-14)
(Please illustrate that divine love is the ornament of all the virtues of the Christian life.)
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
