2:2)
(Please illustrate that not long after God created the heavens and the earth, Satan did something
to frustrate Him.)
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All the battles in the Old Testament were concerned with this piece of land (Eph. 2:2; 6:12)
(Please illustrate that God's work has always been to recover the land; while the enemy’s work is
to hinder, spoil, and cause the land to fall into chaos.)
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Knowing this land is a picture of Christ (Deut. 8:7; Col. 1:12)
(Please illustrate that the good land God promised His chosen people is a type of Christ.)
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The land is the crucial focus of the Old Testament (Deut. 8:7; Col. 1:12)

(Please illustrate that the land is the figure of the all-inclusive Christ, a type of Christ as
everything to us.)
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Satan as the ruler of the authority of the air is frustrating the people on earth from contacting
God and from receiving Christ (Eph. 2:2; 2 Cor. 4:4)

(Please illustrate that there is an exceedingly real spiritual warfare in which we must engage.)
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Learn how to fight the spiritual warfare (Deut. 7:2)

(PIease illustrate that after the Israelites entered the good land, they had to defeat the
Canaanites, the usurpers of the land, what it typified?)
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The different nations occupying the good land typify different aspects of our natural life (Exo.
23:24; Col. 3:5)
(Please illustrate that behind our natural life is a spiritual power.)
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Our natural life must be cut off gradually as we grow in life (Exo. 23:29-30)
(Please illustrate that inward significance of God's not driving out the nations in a year.)
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In typology, Canaan signifies the aerial part, the heavenly part, of the dark kingdom of Satan
(Eph. 2:2; Col. 1:13)

(Please illustrate that on the negative side, Canaan signifies the main part, the leading part of
Satan’s kingdom.)
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Note two characteristics of Canaan (Eph. 3:8; 6:12)

(PIease illustrate that our enjoyment of Christ as the all-inclusive land depends on our defeating
the enemies typified by the Canaanites.)
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The higher part of the spiritual warfare is against the evil spirits and demons in the spiritual realm
(Eph. 6:10-11)

(PIease illustrate that Satan’s kingdom includes evil angels, demons, and fallen men.)
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Defeating the three gate guards of the land of Canaan (Eph. 6:10-11)

(Please illustrate that the history of the Israelites’ warfare with the Canaanites is a type, a picture,
of this warfare that we have today with the fallen angels and with the demons.)
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
