Partakers of the Divine Nature
and the Development of the Divine Life
and the Divine Nature

for a Rich Entrance into the Eternal Kingdom

precious as ours in the righteousness of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ:
Seeing that His divine power has granted to us all things which relate to life and godliness,
through the full knowledge of Him who has called us by His own glory and virtue,
Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises that through these
you might become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption which is in the
world by lust.
And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your faith virtue; and in
virtue, knowledge;
And in knowledge, self-control; and in self-control, endurance; and in endurance, godliness;
And in godliness, brotherly love; and in brotherly love, love.
For these things, existing in you and abounding, constitute you neither idle nor unfruitful unto the
full knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.
For he in whom these things are not present is blind, being shortsighted, having forgotten the
cleansing of his past sins.
Therefore, brothers, be the more diligent to make your calling and selection firm, for doing these
things you shall by no means ever stumble.
For in this way the entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ will be
richly and bountifully supplied to you.
But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him be the glory
both now and unto the day of eternity. Amen.

I.  As those who have received equally precious faith, we, the believers in Christ,

should be partakers of the divine nature—2 Pet. 1:4:
2 Pet 1:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises that through

these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption
which is in the world by lust.
The divine nature refers to what God is, that is, the riches, the elements, and the
constituents of God’s being—John 4:24; 1 John 1:5; 4:8, 16.
John 4:24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truthfulness.
1John 1:5 And this is the message which we have heard from Him and announce to you, that
God is light and in Him is no darkness at all.
1John 4:8  He who does not love has not known God, because God is love.
1 John 4:16 And we know and have believed the love which God has in us. God is love, and he
who abides in love abides in God and God abides in him.



The divine life and the divine nature are inseparable; the divine nature is the substance of

the divine life and is within the divine life—1:1-2; 5:11-13.
1John 1:1  That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen

with our eyes, which we beheld and our hands handled, concerning the Word of
life

1John 1:2 (And the life was manifested, and we have seen and testify and report to you the

eternal life, which was with the Father and was manifested to us);

1John 5:11 And this is the testimony, that God gave to us eternal life and this life is in His Son.
1John 5:12 He who has the Son has the life; he who does not have the Son of God does not

have the life.

1 John 5:13 | have written these things to you that you may know that you have eternal life, to you

who believe into the name of the Son of God.

As the children of God, we are God-men, born of God, possessing the life and nature of

God, and belonging to the species of God—3:1; John 1:12-13:
1John 3:1 Behold what manner of love the Father has given to us, that we should be called

children of God; and we are. Because of this the world does not know us, because it
did not know Him.

John 1:12 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the authority to become children of

God, to those who believe into His name,

John 1:13 Who were begotten not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but

of God.
At our regeneration, another nature was imparted into us; this is the nature of God, the
divine nature—2 Pet. 1:4.
2 Petl:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises
that through these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having
escaped the corruption which is in the world by lust.

Because the divine nature is in the divine life, the divine life with which we were born
again has the divine nature within it—John 3:3, 5-6, 15.

John 3:3 Jesus answered and said to him, Truly, truly, | say to you, Unless one is born
anew, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
John 3:5 Jesus answered, Truly, truly, | say to you, Unless one is born of water and the

Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.
John 3:6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
John 3:15 That everyone who believes into Him may have eternal life.
Whoever believes into the Son of God is born of God and has the right to become a
child of God; thus, a believer has the right to partake of, to enjoy, the nature of God—
1:12-13.
John 1:12 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the authority to become
children of God, to those who believe into His name,
John 1:13 Who were begotten not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of
man, but of God.

A partaker of the divine nature is one who enjoys the divine nature and participates in the

divine nature—2 Pet. 1:4:
2 Pet 1:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises that

through these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the
corruption which is in the world by lust.
To partake of the divine nature is to enjoy what God is; to be a partaker of the divine
nature is to be a partaker of the riches, the elements, and the constituents of God’s
being—1 Pet. 1:8.
1 Petl:8 Whom having not seen, you love; into whom though not seeing Him at present,
yet believing, you exult with joy that is unspeakable and full of glory,
If we would be partakers of the divine nature, we need to live by the divine life within
which is the divine nature—John 1:4; 10:10; 11:25; 6:57b.
John 1:4 In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.
John 10:10  The thief does not come except to steal and kill and destroy; | have come that



they may have life and may have it abundantly.

John 11:25  Jesus said to her, | am the resurrection and the life; he who believes into Me,
even if he should die, shall live;

John 6:57b ... so he who eats Me, he also shall live because of Me.

We enjoy the riches of the divine nature through God’s precious and exceedingly great

promises—2 Cor. 12:9; Matt. 28:20b; Eph. 3:20.

2Cor12:9 And He has said to me, My grace is sufficient for you, for My power is perfected in
weakness. Most gladly therefore | will rather boast in my weaknesses that the power
of Christ might tabernacle over me.

Matt 28:20b ... And behold, | am with you all the days until the consummation of the age.

Eph 3:20 But to Him who is able to do superabundantly above all that we ask or think, according
to the power which operates in us,

Being a partaker of the divine nature has a condition—that we escape the corruption which

is in the world by lust; we need to live in the cycle of escaping and partaking and of

partaking and escaping—2 Pet. 1:4.

2 Pet1:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises that
through these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the
corruption which is in the world by lust.

If we enjoy God and partake of the riches of His being, we will be constituted with the

divine nature, becoming the same as God in life and nature but not in the Godhead and

expressing Him in all that we are and do—v. 3.

2 Pet 1:3 Seeing that His divine power has granted to us all things which relate to life and
godliness, through the full knowledge of Him who has called us by His own glory and
virtue,

As we partake of the divine nature, enjoying all that God is, the riches of the divine nature

will be fully developed, as described in verses 5 through 7.

2 Pet 15 And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your faith
virtue; and in virtue, knowledge;

2 Pet 1:6 And in knowledge, self-control; and in self-control, endurance; and in endurance, godliness;

2 Pet 1:7 And in godliness, brotherly love; and in brotherly love, love.

We need to experience the development of the divine life and the divine nature
contained in the divine seed that has been sown into us so that we may have a

rich entrance into the eternal kingdom—vv. 1, 4-11:
2 Pet1:1 Simon Peter, a slave and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who have been allotted faith

equally precious as ours in the righteousness of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ:

2 Pet 1:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises that through

these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption
which is in the world by lust.

2 Pet 15 And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your faith virtue; and
in virtue, knowledge;

We have been allotted the wonderful equally precious faith, and this faith is an all-inclusive
seed—v. 1:

2 Pet1:1 Simon Peter, a slave and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who have been allotted faith
equally precious as ours in the righteousness of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ:

1. All the divine riches are in this seed, but we must be diligent to develop them; to grow



to maturity is to develop what we already have—vv. 1-8; 3:18.

2 Pet1:1 Simon Peter, a slave and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who have been
allotted faith equally precious as ours in the righteousness of our God and
Savior, Jesus Christ:

2 Pet1:2 Grace to you and peace be multiplied in the full knowledge of God and of Jesus
our Lord;
2 Pet 1:3 Seeing that His divine power has granted to us all things which relate to life and

godliness, through the full knowledge of Him who has called us by His own
glory and virtue,

2 Pet 1:4 Through which He has granted to us precious and exceedingly great promises
that through these you might become partakers of the divine nature, having
escaped the corruption which is in the world by lust.

2 Pet 1.5 And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your
faith virtue; and in virtue, knowledge;

2 Pet 1:6 And in knowledge, self-control; and in self-control, endurance; and in
endurance, godliness;

2. By developing these virtues, we grow in life, and eventually we will reach maturity,
be full of Christ, and be qualified and equipped to be kings in the coming kingdom—
Eph. 4:13-15; Col. 2:19; 2 Pet. 1:11.

Eph 4:13 Until we all arrive at the oneness of the faith and of the full knowledge of the Son of
God, at a full-grown man, at the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ,
Eph 4:14 That we may be no longer little children tossed by waves and carried about by

every wind of teaching in the sleight of men, in craftiness with a view to a
system of error,

Eph 4:15 But holding to truth in love, we may grow up into Him in all things, who is the
Head, Christ,

Col 2:19 And not holding the Head, out from whom all the Body, being richly supplied and
knit together by means of the joints and sinews, grows with the growth of God.

2 Pet1:11 For in this way the entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ will be richly and bountifully supplied to you.

3. We need to have the full development and maturity from the seed of faith, through the
roots of virtue and knowledge, the trunk of self-control, and the branches of
endurance and godliness, to the blossom and fruit of brotherly love and love—vv. 5-7.

2 Pet 15 And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your
faith virtue; and in virtue, knowledge;

2 Pet 1:6 And in knowledge, self-control; and in self-control, endurance; and in
endurance, godliness;

2 Pet 1:7 And in godliness, brotherly love; and in brotherly love, love.

To supply virtue in faith is to develop virtue—the energy of the divine life issuing in
vigorous action—in the exercise of the equally precious faith; this faith needs to be
exercised so that the virtue of the divine life may be developed in the succeeding steps and
reach maturity—v. 5a.

2 Pet1:5a  And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your faith virtue; ...
Virtue needs the bountiful supply of the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord; the
knowledge that we should develop in our virtue includes the knowledge of God and of our
Savior, the knowledge of God’s economy, the knowledge of what faith is, and the

knowledge of the divine power, glory, virtue, nature, and life—v. 5b.
2 Pet 1:5b ... and in virtue, knowledge;

Self-control is the exercise of control and restraint over one’s self in its passions, desires,
and habits; such self-control needs to be exercised in knowledge for the proper growth in



life—v. 6a.
2 Pet1:6a  And in knowledge, self-control; ...
To exercise endurance is to bear with others and with circumstances—v. 6b.

2 Pet 1:6b ... and in self-control, endurance,; ...
Godliness is a living that is like God and that expresses God—vV. 6c.
2 Pet 1:6¢c ... and in endurance, godliness;

Brotherly love (philadelphia) is brotherly affection, a love characterized by delight and
pleasure; in godliness, which is the expression of God, this love needs to be supplied for the
brotherhood, for our testimony to the world, and for the bearing of fruit—v. 7a; 1 Pet. 2:17;
3:8; Gal. 6:10; John 13:34-35; 15:16-17.

2 Pet1:7a  And in godliness, brotherly love; ...

1 Pet 2:17 Honor all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.

1 Pet 3:8 And finally be all of the same mind, sympathetic, loving the brothers, tenderhearted,
humble-minded;
Gal 6:10 So then, as we have the opportunity, let us do what is good toward all, but especially

toward those of the household of the faith.

John 13:34 A new commandment | give to you, that you love one another, even as | have loved
you, that you also love one another.

John 13:35 By this shall all men know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.

John 15:16  You did not choose Me, but | chose you, and | set you that you should go forth and
bear fruit and that your fruit should remain, that whatever you ask the Father in My
name, He may give you.

John 15:17  These things | command you that you may love one another.

The ultimate development of the divine nature within us is love—agape, the Greek word

used in the New Testament for the divine love, which God is in His nature—2 Pet. 1:7b; 1

John 4:8, 16:

2 Pet1:7b ... and in brotherly love, love.

1John 4:8  He who does not love has not known God, because God is love.

1John 4:16 And we know and have believed the love which God has in us. God is love, and he

who abides in love abides in God and God abides in him.

1. Our brotherly love needs to be developed further into a nobler and higher love—2 Pet.
1:7b.
2 Pet1:7b ... and in brotherly love, love.

2. In our enjoyment of the divine nature, we need to let the divine seed of the allotted
faith develop to its consummation in the divine and nobler love—vv. 5-7.

2 Pet1:5 And for this very reason also, adding all diligence, supply bountifully in your
faith virtue; and in virtue, knowledge;

2 Pet 1:6 And in knowledge, self-control; and in self-control, endurance; and in
endurance, godliness;

2 Pet 1:7 And in godliness, brotherly love; and in brotherly love, love.

3. When we partake of the divine nature to the uttermost, we are filled with God as love,

and we become persons of love, even love itself—Eph. 3:19.
Eph 3:19 And to know the knowledge-surpassing love of Christ, that you may be filled
unto all the fullness of God.
To develop the spiritual virtues in the divine life and thus to advance in the growth of the

divine life makes God’s calling and selection of us firm—2 Pet. 1:10.

2 Pet1:10  Therefore, brothers, be the more diligent to make your calling and selection firm, for
doing these things you shall by no means ever stumble.

We should be diligent to pursue the growth and development of the divine life and divine

nature for a rich entrance into the eternal kingdom—vv. 10-11:

2 Pet1:10  Therefore, brothers, be the more diligent to make your calling and selection firm, for
doing these things you shall by no means ever stumble.

2Pet1:11  For in this way the entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ will be richly and bountifully supplied to you.

1. The bountiful supply that we enjoy in the development of the divine life and divine



nature (vv. 3-7) will bountifully supply us a rich entrance into the eternal kingdom of

our Lord.

This supply will enable and qualify us to enter into the coming kingdom by all the
riches of the divine life and divine nature as our excellent virtues (energy) unto the
splendid glory of God—v. 3; 1 Pet. 5:10.

Seeing that His divine power has granted to us all things which relate to life and
godliness, through the full knowledge of Him who has called us by His own
glory and virtue,

But the God of all grace, He who has called you into His eternal glory in Christ
Jesus, after you have suffered a little while, will Himself perfect, establish,
strengthen, and ground you.

Apparently, it is we who enter into the eternal kingdom; actually, the entrance into the
eternal kingdom is supplied to us richly through our growth in life and through the
development of the divine life within us.
